There
are approximately 8-12 bulbs in an 8 oz box of
these shallots. They can be different varieties
depending on the season. Plant bulbs about 6”
apart in rows about 8” apart so you can hoe and
weed easily. Weeding is important, shallots hate
to compete with weeds. Plant the depth of the
bulb with the bulb’s top pointing up. In the
winter you could plant the bulbs in a pot on the
windowsill and cut the greens off for cooking or
in salads.

Planting Instructions for Herb Seeds
For best results the seeds should be started inside in seed trays & then transplanted outside when
weather permits.
To start seeds indoors you’ll need the seed tray (one with small holes in the bottom for drainage), next
you need to add a good germinating soil found in Garden Ctrs., or Hardware stores. Put soil in the
seed tray and soak with a fine mist of water and then let it drain. Put your finger in the soil to make
sure the soil is moist all the way through. Take a ruler and make thin lines across the soil for rows to
plant the seeds in. Sprinkle your seeds evenly in the row and mark each row with what you planted.
Cover with a thin layer of soil, water lightly and cover with clear plastic to keep moisture in. Place
seed tray in a warm place 60-70 degrees F, when the seeds start to sprout put under a grow light.
Remove the plastic but remember to check daily so plants don’t dry out. Over watering is just as bad
for seedlings as they will rot quickly at this stage if setting in soaking water too long. When the
seedlings in your tray develop 2 or 3 true leaves it’s time to transplant into pots or outdoors if it’s time.
If transplanting outdoors in the early spring make sure you take them outside for a couple of hours
each day to harden them off to the cooler temperatures.

The hardest plants to start from seed are: Angelica, Chervil, all Lavenders, Rosemary, Sweet Cicely

Shiitake Mushroom Log The Shiitake (she-TAH-kee) mushroom log is an all natural product,
organic ready to fruit hardwood log that has been inoculated with high quality shiitake spawn and
incubated for 8-12 months. It will grow mushrooms every two months for about four years. A log
usually produces about 1/4 to 1/3 pound of shiitakes at first and yields increasingly larger crops with
each fruiting.
